Notwithstanding the fixed duration of this contract, the services of the SECOND PARTY may be terminated earlier than the expiration date due to unsatisfactory service, unavailability of funds, early completion or discontinuance of the project, or other reasons within the control of the SECOND PARTY.

10. All intellectual ouputs produced in the course of or as a result of this Contract shall belong to the UNIVERSITY.

11. The Parties shall treat as confidential the terms of this Contract and all information supplied by or on behalf of one to the other pursuant to this Contract. The Parties agree that the duty of confidentiality shall continue after the termination or expiry of this Contract.

12. In case of conflict between the Parties arising from this Contract, both Parties agree to freely and voluntarily submit themselves to the necessary consultation and negotiation for purposes of amicable settlement and find a mutually acceptable solution to their dispute. Existing University policies on alternative dispute resolution shall be followed by the Parties.

13. Should the Parties fail to reach an amicable settlement of their dispute, the same shall be submitted to arbitration, in accordance with the Philippine Law on Arbitration. However, should the dispute between the Parties reach the courts of law, the Parties agree that the competent courts of ____________________ shall have exclusive jurisdiction over the same.
